Winter Pointers for Horse Owners

1. Flies are still plenty so make sure to keep your horses ears clean.
Tip: Use alcohol and wipe inside the ears

2. Moisturize your horses hooves once a week. This is especially
important in cold weather. Use hooflex or hoof guard

3. Keep your saddle pads clean. If there are no manufacturer
instructions, wash in cold water with mild detergent and air dry. Do
this at least once a month.

4, Make sure your horse is completely dry before putting on sheets or
blankets. Sheet temperature is 55-65. Blanket temperature is
below 55. (Temp guidelines can change depending on wind conditions)
